Proposal:
Temporary use of part of market on-site parking area for the parking of non-

market related Corporation of London owned cleansing vehicles for a period of 

24 months

I refer to a letter dated 23 August 2005 in respect of the above detailed planning application.

I am the occupier of the property at the address at the top of this letter.  I have a number of objections to the planning application, namely:

1. I understand the above application also envisages domestic waste lorries as well as street cleaning vehicles be parked on the site.  Billingsgate Market already generates an odour in the area and having waste and cleaning vehicles will only add a further smell nuisance to the local residents and businesses
2. due to the uncleanliness of and proximity to Billingsgate Market, McDonalds and the waterways we are already fighting a rodent problem that would only be made worse by the presence of domestic garbage lorries;
3. invariably such cleaning and waste vehicles are operated in the early hours of the morning.  When operated these vehicles create a great amount of noise and light (i.e. flashing beacons on their roofs and headlights).  This will be of further nuisance to the local residents and businesses;

4. the vehicles will have to use Trafalgar Way to gain access to the Billingsgate Market site.  Trafalgar Way already experiences a high volume of traffic from vehicles of patrons visiting Billingsgate Market as well as from the owners of the various businesses within the market.  In addition, there is a high volume of traffic which uses Trafalgar Way to access the Canary Wharf estate.  Having slow-moving cleaning and waste vehicles will serve to only further impact the free-flow of traffic and add to the amount of queuing traffic.

5. the presence of waste and cleaning vehicles will have a detrimental visual impact on the area which has a number of listed buildings and structures (e.g. Blackwall Basin which is a Grade 1 listed structure);

6. there is an inherent risk such vehicles could create an environmental hazard with waste, cleaning and fuel effluent escaping into the nearby dock impacting on local bird life and fish which British Waterways and the Canary Wharf estate have worked so hard to regenerate after years of pollution and neglect;

7. I do not regard use of the proposed site for 24 months as being temporary.  In addition, if granted permission for the 24 months, there is a risk of the Corporation of London applying for permanent permission in the future which would create further problems for local residents, businesses and the environment.

I therefore request you refuse permission.
